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In Praise of Imagination 

We often think of imagination as centrifugal, as a kind of spinning away from the substantial core of things, as a momentary respite from the 
inexorable gravity of fact . 

There are persons, however, - philosophers, scientists, poets, mystics - whose behavior, if not assertion, leads us to believe that imagination is a 
way ill, that it is centripetal; that, in the extension of known quantities and relationships beyond the meager crust of fact , the imagination touches 
upon and probes the very origin and unity of all being. 

If, on the one hand, this penetration of simple surfaces is marked by that obscurity and ambiguity which men of reverence call Mystery, it is also 
marked, within those same men, by a marvelous growth in certitude and security that the psychologist may call "wholeness" and the ascetic "holiness." 

Whatever the discipline, the act of imagination is a kind of act of faith : it points to an assumption, on the part of the one who imagines, of some 
validity, for it is not characteristic of man to act consciously apart from validities known or hoped for. That the imaginative person persists in his 
imaginings is evidence, not that he has despaired of meaning beyond tangible fact (for the soul cannot survive on despair), but that his presumptions 
have found substance - however imperfectly defined - in the object of his imaginings. In a similar manner, the orthodox believer derives greater 
security from God, Whom he sees "in a glass darkly" than from the visible forms and objects of this world. 

Like the believer, the man of imaginiatibn lives, he is convinced, more substantially and more in touch with what really matters and endures, than 
does the pure "realist" who "knows what he knows" - and nothing more ; who, when he begins a discussion, " You can't tell me . . . "is uttering an 
embarrassing truth. 

The fate of the imaginative person, thef), is not to live forever in a limbo of effete longing or pointless "doing," but rather within a growing realm 
of conviction and possibility. The world that is ultimately disappointing and insufficient for the realist is merely the starting ·point for the man of 
imagination and faith . If, for him, life is never spent ; if, like Hopkins, he feeds upon "the dearest freshness deep down things," it is because life is 
more than its surfaces, deeper than survival and wider than time. 

The man of imagination puts his hand down a dark hole and discovers the first lineaments and feels the immeasurable power of what he does not 
know. 

He is no exile, no fugitive from the tough center of things. He is, indeed, homeward bound. He is the ultimate realist .

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The mime of Marcel Marceau is a synthesis of action rather than a complement to a given 
action in that, as in theatre, it creates action independently and secs its own rules. For exam­

ple when Bip "milks the bull" at the end of Big As A Matador, it is to communicate a 
comic conclusion that the ferocious bull is after all only a cow. The mime of Chaplin on the 
other hand is more akin to that of the cinema, in that he relates each gesture to a given 

action. For example, when the movie actor awkwardly milks a real cow, this is one of a 

series of gesru;es related to the established acrion of a scenario which portrays a city inhabit­

ant's mishaps on a farm. By extension this difference also exists within Marceau's own art, 

the use of mime varying in his mimodramas and his pantomimes. His mimodramas, as in 
the cinema, establish a relationship between real characters and properties and are accompa­

nied by real music. His pantomimes are more synthetic ; they create imaginery characters 
and properties and their own "silent music." 

Mime is very much alive in the contemporary French theatre, raking on a multitude of 

forms developed in various schools and movements since rhe end of the nineteenth century. 

As a form of expression essential ro the theatre and to man's very make-up, it can best be 
understood by the ancient Chinese proverb; 

"When in great joy man pronounces words, 

His words nor sufficing, he prolongs them; 
The prolonged words not sufficing, he modulates them; 

The modulated words nor sufficing, 

Without even being conscious of ir . 
He finds his hands gesticulating and 

his feet bouncing."

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St. George Play 
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Leadership in the abstract conjures up a picture of a solitary figure invested with an aura of 
regal authority, and ascending an Alp at the head of the troops, all of whom march to the same 

drummer. 
In the concrete, leadership . . . the picture blurs, and definition falters. Institutionalized leader­

ship, exercised by a person in whom authority has been vested by some formalized process; exis­
tential leadership, the meekest man in town leading to safety the tenants of a burning building -
these polar opposites depend on the exercise of leadership all down the line, each person in turn 
inspiring or cajoling the next fellow to come along. 

Authentic leadership is a combination of leading and being led; every leader is accountable to 

someone besides himself. It is characterized by courage, compassion, commitment: courage to take 
on the task, with all the attendant risks of failure and success; compassion for all the human sensi­
bilities and foibles involved, including his own; commitment to a cause, ideal, work greater than 

himself, and deserving of his singleheartedness. 
A true leader's discourse and response are characterized by reason, and no less by willingness to 

battle if need be - for the sake of peace, order, and the building up of society, not for the sake of 
conquest. Ultimately the leader preserves or achieves his own integrity in terms of the service he 
renders. For him (or her) the prayer of St. Francis of Assisi is singularly appropriate: 

Lord, make me an instrument of your peace. Where there is hatred, let 
me sow love; where there is injury, pardon; where there is doubt, faith; 
where there is despair, hope; where there is darkness, light; when: there 
is sadness, joy. 

0 Divine Master, grant that I may not so much seek to be consoled as 
to console; to be understood as to understand; to be loved as to love; for 

it is in giving that we receive; it is in pardoning that we are pardoned ; 
and it is in dying that we are born to eternal life.
