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THE STAGE

IN THE THEATRE, THE STAGE IS THE RAISED PLATFORM WHERE THE PERFORMERS SING
AND ACT. THERE WILL BE LIGHTS, COSTUMES, AND MUSIC WHILE PEOPLE ARE ON THE
STAGE. THE STAGE IS ONLY FOR PERFORMERS, NOT THE AUDIENCE MEMBERS.
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THE SHOW BEGINS

RIGHT BEFORE THE SHOW STARTS, | WILL SEE PEOPLE ON STAGE WELCOMING US TO THE
THEATER. THEN | WILL KNOW THAT THE SHOW WILL BEGIN.
SOMETIMES THERE IS CLAPPING WHEN THE SHOW BEGINS. IF THE CLAPPING IS T0O
LOUD, I CAN COVER MY EARS.
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THERE MIGHT ALSO BE CLAPPING DURING THE SHOW AFTER A SONG ENDS. DURING THE
SHOW, THERE MAY BE BRIGHT LIGHTS, AND A LOUD SCREAM. IF IT IS T0O LOUD, | CAN
COVER MY EARS.

LEAVES. | CAN COVER MY EARS OR PUT MY HEADPHONES ON.
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
